   Who’s Next has now become one of the leading international fashion trade show 

for Ready-to-Wear, Accessories, Beauty and Lifestyle brands. Who’s Next is mainly 

aimed at buyers from all over the world.  This show is attended by fashion industry 

professionals Agents, journalists, buying offices, stylists, schools and trend 

forecasters to discover the new trends of the sector. The trade show is being held 

biannually winter edition in January and spring/summer edition in September.    The 

show is being organised by WSN Development, Paris.    

 

The Handloom Export Promotion Council has been participating in both 

summer/spring edition and winter edition since 2010. This year Council participated 

in Who’s Next Fair held at Parte de Versailles, Paris from 2nd to 5th September 2022.  

The fair showcased French and International collection from different areas like 

Accessories Textiles, Jewellery, Ready to wear, Shoes, Public organisation etc.  The 

event was organised under Market Access Initiative (MAI) Scheme of Ministry of 

Commerce and Industry, Government of India.

Standard and got positive response.  As per feedback received from the participants 

417 buyers from major countries like France, USA, Germany Greece, Italy visited our 

participants. Total business generated INR 1611. 3 lakhs including Spot order INR 

488.75 lakhs and Trade Enquires INR 1122.55 lakhs. Most of the participants want 

to participate in both the editions of the show as overall outcome of the fair was 

encouraging.
